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The Microfilm Collection has proved to be a big facility
and boon to research scholars who are able to consult the
relevant materials, at their own lejsure, in the Research Room
of the National Archives of India, without having to go abroad
for this purpose.

The subject matter of the microfilms cover almost every
aspect of the history of India from the beginning of the
sixteenth century to our own times. In the following pages
brief indication has been given of the naturc of the material
dealt within an individual collection. The information provided
for is only illustrative and is by no means exhaustive. Parti-
cularly, the period covered by the materials is not necessarily
that indicated in the short description and usually begins
eatlier and goes beyond the years mentioned. For specific
information it is advisable to consult the manuscript list and
catalogues avaiable with the National Archives of Indija. This
brochure is intended to kindle spirit of engiry and to prompt
the searchers into delving further investigations in what is
contained among the microfilm rolls,
